Improved traffic controls at the intersection of County Road 7 (Lakeshore Road) 
and County Road 26 (Mandaumin Road) are now necessary as a result of an 
increasing number of vehicles traveling this portion of roadway.   Improvements 
are required to reduce user delays and improve the safety for motorists.   
 
After evaluating a variety of improvements available for the intersection, the 
County is moving forward with the installation of a single lane roundabout.  A 
roundabout is a circular intersection and has been found to: improve road safety, 
manage increased traffic demand, and help improve air quality by eliminating 
unnecessary stops and idling. 
 
In comparison to a standard set of traffic 
signals, a roundabout offers the following 
advantages: 

·  less traffic conflict 
·  increased safety 
·  improved traffic flow 
·  reduced pollution and fuel usage 
·  other community benefits 

o traffic calming 
o aesthetics
