Municipal Act 2001, Section 300 Reporting for Taxation Year 2007
Section 300, which is new to the Municipal Act, requires municipalities to report to the public at least once each calendar year on improvements in the efficiency and effectiveness of their service delivery as well as that of their local boards.  Municipalities must also report on barriers to achieving improvements in these aspects of service delivery.

The following report identifies improvements in efficiencies, services and barriers that have been identified by their respective departments:

Administration

1.
The municipal website continues to be maintained and upgraded on a regular basis to provide valuable information to residents and ratepayers.
2.
Asset management project is underway to meet new provincial standards and requirements.
3.
Budget process being reviewed to facilitate earlier review and better monitoring 

of spending.

4.
New emergency management committee is meeting regularly to enhance emergency management in the municipality.

Fire Protection

1.
A new pumper was purchased for use in the Wyoming Fire Area.
2.
New equipment such as Jaws of Life and a cutter were also purchased for the Wyoming Fire Department.
3.
Ten self contained breathing apparatus were replaced with new for the safety of the Wyoming Firefighters.
4.
New pagers and portable radios were also purchased for the Wyoming Fire Department’s communication system.
5.
The Wyoming Fire Department provided first aid training to the general public to improve the awareness of first aid training to members of our community.
6.
The Camlachie Fire Department upgraded the communications systems with eight 

new pagers.

7.
The Camlachie Fire Department purchased a new multirescue saw for structure fires.
8.
The Camlachie Fire Department replaced bunker gear and self contained breathing apparatus with new equipment for the firefighter’s safety.
Water/Waste Water

1.
Wyoming water committee continued to replace meters with new cubic meters.
2.
All main water valves were identified and exercised in the Wyoming water area and one new fire hydrant was installed.
3.
Rebuilding of piping, diffuser, and grit removal system at the Wyoming Sewage Plant. 
4.
Replacement of #2 blower and sewage scum troughs at the Wyoming Sewage Plant.
5.
Installation of new taskmaster twin shaft grinder at the Wyoming Sewage Plant.
6.
Replacement of UV disinfection system at Plympton Sewage Plant.
7.
Replaced air release valves on sewer forcemains in the Plympton Sewage Area.
8.
Installation of stand-by power at pump station #4 and the Camlachie Community Center.
Public Works

1.
Main Street West was fully reconstructed to prevent surface drainage causing flooding.  This reconstructed roadway with sidewalks provides better access to the local fair grounds.
2.
The Carmichael drain enclosure and Fleming road reconstruction was completed.  
The shoulders on the road were widened for safety reasons over the Carmichael Drain.   

3.
A drainage outlet was provided for the stagnant water laying along Lakeside Street.
4.
Worked with the neighbouring municipality to replace a deteriorated and narrow bridge on Churchill Line to eliminate a safety hazard.
5.
Old sidewalks were replaced with new sidewalks in the municipality.
6.
A snowblower was purchase in install on the small tractor to clear the snow

from the sidewalks in the municipality for everyone’s safety.

7.
A new tandem truck was purchased with plowing and sanding equipment.  The new sanding equipment is controlled electronically to allow the proper volume

of sand/salt to spread on the roads to ensure the safe condition of the municipality’s road system. 
Landfill/Garbage Collection

1.
Continued provision of curbside pickup including household waste, recyclables, large items and compostables.
Parks and Recreation

1.
The lights at Arnold Minielly Park were upgraded for better lighting and cost efficiency.
2.
An electrical upgrade was completed at Centennial Park for cost efficiency.
3.
New parks equipment was installed at Reddick Park. 
4.
A filter was replaced at the pool so it would run more efficiently.
5.
The capital cost of water was paid for future use of water at Blue Point Park.
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
